Agendas
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We will once again be using a school agenda this year and ask for your continued support.  Our classroom homework board contains all assignments, both daily and long-term, and students are expected to write all work down, whether it is finished or not (completed work should be marked with a checkmark, while unfinished assignments will be highlighted).  It is up to the students to record all information.  Time will be provided daily for this.
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At the end of the day, the student’s job is to take their agenda home, show it to their parents, and have 
the agenda signed and returned the next day.  This is an important part of our agenda use, as it allows both home and school a consistent source of information regarding school work and activities.  It is also a good way to help students keep organized, and allow parents the chance to see what their child has been doing at school.


Please feel free to use the agenda for sending notes or asking questions, as they are checked daily.  Also, make sure to check the front pouch of the agenda, as notes from school, newsletters, calendars, etc. will often be found here.

Homework Policy


This year, the amount of homework your child has might seem to be greater, as the students are getting older.  Students will be held more accountable for work that they are expected to complete.  Although class time will be given to finish most of this work, there will be times when it will be assigned as homework.  There will also be occasions when activities and projects will need to be finished outside of school time.  

If homework is not completed, your child (or I) will fill out a “Pink Slip”, indicating what the unfinished assignment is. Both the student and the teacher will sign the slip, and it will go home to be signed by parents. The Pink Slip will then be brought back to school.
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Home Reading


Grade 4 students will once again be working on the Home Reading program.  Continue to read with your child regularly and initial their Home Reading pages. Please remember that this is not just a matter of reading – it is practising reading aloud and developing fluency!

For the Grade 5 students, as well as those Grade 4 students who finish all of the Home Reading books, they will have Reading Logs to complete.

We will also do other reading, with novel studies, book reports, and our own personal reading.  Some of this will be done at school, while some will be expected to be completed at home.

T.U.S.C. Meetings


Grade 4/5 students will be participating in T.U.S.C. Meetings this year.  These are formal meetings, where each student has their own different role to complete.  All students will have a T.U.S.C. duo-tang that contains information about the meetings and the various roles.  This is definitely a great opportunity to learn how to speak confidently, and to take an active part in a real meeting setting!

It will include extra class calendar information, our TUSC handbook, and a page that will include notes going home (such as a copy of this brochure, field trip notes, etc.).
